    - Using materials that are compatible in the recycling process
   2. Manufacturing
    - Reducing waste
   3. Transportation
    - Minimizing packaging
    - Using reusable packaging
   4. Maintenance
    - Allowing easy access for the replacement and maintenance of compo-
    nents
   5. Dismantling
    - Making dismantling of seating components easier.

Entrants are free to choose the materials, however the likeness of the projects with the designs of the 
promoter Area Declic, will be taken into account (iron or aluminium with plastic, wood, weaves).
